CC: UA followup.

HPI: A 91-year-old female with complaints of dysuria. UA was obtained on 11/19 and results returned 11/22 positive for E. coli and Klebsiella pneumoniae UTI. Review of sensitivities shows both organisms susceptible to amoxicillin and clavulanic acid. The patient has no known medical allergies, so prescription for Augmentin 500/125 mg p.o. q.8h. x5 days is written and submitted. I also spoke with the patient regarding the UA results and what the treatment would be. The patient denies any dysuria at this point, but states that her urine has a different odor. I encouraged her to increase her fluid intake in particular water. She also denies any fevers or chills and no low back pain or pelvic pain.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: UTI, two organisms, Klebsiella pneumoniae and E. coli, both sensitive to Augmentin. Script as above and we will follow up once she has completed treatment.
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
