CC: Antibiotics and antidepressant.
HPI: A 96-year-old gentleman who was seen last week for the first time and, at the time I had spoken with him about an antidepressant and talked about why it was my impression that he would benefit and he stated that he was okay with that. I also spoke with his daughter/POA Jan and I brought up the issue of the SSRI, she told me that previously about a year ago he had been given this by, I think, his PCP and she said he was like a different person for the better and was very happy he was on it somehow the medication got lost and she is very happy to have him back on it stating that it clearly did benefit him before. When I spoke with her, she also brought up the issue of antibiotic that there was a script that she was to pick up to complete the oral antibiotic treatment for pyelonephritis for which he was treated on 11/09/2024. He had two days of IV antibiotic and then approximately five days of oral antibiotic and she has picked up a script of Keflex that is to be completed and has brought it to the facility.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Depression; Zoloft 50 mg q.d. to start and we will monitor for any side effects though there were none noted when he was previously on it over a year ago and dose will be adjusted as needed.
2. Right pyelonephritis. Keflex 500 mg one p.o. q.8h. x 5 days to be completed antibiotic now in facility. I did speak with the patient about the two mentioned medications and why they are being started.
