CC: Diabetes mellitus II.
HPI: A 78-year-old female with DM II, she has had labile control with recent adjustments in her medications, which include insulin and oral meds. On 08/29/2024, the patient’s A1c was 11.4. On 05/23/2024, it was 11.1, so her control has been poor from this year.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Her medications for DM II have been adjusted. She was receiving Lantus 45 units that has been moved to q.a.m. and Onglyza 5 mg has been moved to q.p.m. and, when the current supply of med is out, it will be discontinued and glipizide 5 mg will be started t.i.d. q.a.c. She also receives Ozempic 0.5 mg q. weekly; for now, we will stay at that dose. She is also due for an A1c, so we will go ahead and order that with the expectation that it will also show poor control, but we will have a baseline going into this new medication regimen to compare things too. Quarterly A1c is due, so order is written for same.

2. General care. Best Home Health is referred for assistance in DM II care; fax number is given, 405-258-0837 and look forward to them assisting in the patient’s care. I also placed a call to the patient’s co-POA Lynette Isbell and left a voicemail for her.
