CC: Significant decline and x-ray review.

HPI: A 90-year-old female with severe Alzheimer’s disease who is in a manual wheelchair that she propels around throughout the day. The patient gets lost she runs into things and just recently knocked over some plants in large ceramic planners breaking one of them and then hurting two other large plants as she ran over them. It is upsetting to other residents and she is difficult to keep track of. I spoke with patient’s DIL/POA Rosemary Mulligan today regarding patient. Essentially, I told her that she has end-stage dementia. She requires monitoring throughout the day more so than is allowed and in assisted living facility. I also explained to her that she now requires full staff assist for 6/6 ADLs. She no longer feeds herself and is no longer weightbearing. She is incontinent of bowel and bladder and requires changing briefs. The patient remains with verbal capacity but it is random and out of context and other times it is just gibberish. She is not able to voice her needs and unlikely that she understands what is said to her. The patient can become agitated with direction or redirection and that is also annoying to the other residents. The patient is able to chew and swallow though slowly. There has been no issues regarding taking her medications.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage Alzheimer’s disease and gait instability requires a manual wheelchair that she runs into things with __________ and redirection. She is not able to voice her needs and it is clear that it is annoying other residences because they have to redirect her away from their room or from their area where they are sitting and eating. I did speak again to patient’s DIL who is her court-appointed guardian. She also informs me that she is going to be meeting with a judge I think next month and she will need a letter on behalf of her stance as patient’s guardian I told her that she can let me know when that is required and will go from there.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: End-stage dementia requires full-time care. Recommendation is memory care if she is to remain here there needs to be either sitters or family and sit with patient as she gets into things and staff is not able to keep track of her. So, we will go from there and I have spoken with the ED about this as well.
