HPI: The patient is a 77-year-old female with unspecified dementia; recent staging puts it into moderate to severe. The patient has two daughters that live in California; one in particular is more vocal, visits her frequently and was here about three to four weeks ago and took the patient’s big cat back to California with her as the patient is no longer able to safely care for the cat. She does have a smaller one that remains with her in the room. The patient states that she is having trouble sleeping; that her appetite is fair; she does come down to the dining room and has people that she will sit with. Tonight, she was engaged in conversation for a long period of time with one of the male residents, but it was appropriate in the way they were positioned and seemed to have a really decent conversation.
DIAGNOSES Moderate unspecified dementia with progression, migraine headache history, seizure disorder, depression, HLD, peripheral neuropathy, DM II, HTN, insomnia, OAB, RLS, chronic pain, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Nitrofurantoin 50 mg h.s. UTI prophylaxis, gabapentin 400 mg b.i.d., Lantus 10 units q.h.s., Abilify 2 mg q.d., Depakote 250 mg b.i.d., Lexapro 20 mg q.d., Aimovig 140 mg SC q. month for migraines, and Arimidex 1 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA. RAGWEED.

DIET: Regular.
