


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Followup on medication adjustments.

HPI: The patient is an 80-year-old female with advanced unspecified dementia. After admission to MC, she had a period of staging. There was a lot of acting out; some of that has subsided after increase in medication. The patient a week or so ago was physically aggressive, directing it toward staff as well as glaring at other residents who are much more vulnerable. Her medication was adjusted and appeared to temper that behavior, but she remains alert, active, gets around, and speaks in the present as though her parents are still alive and she is wondering when they are going to come and get her.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, hyperlipidemia, history of migraine headaches, and agitation.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 40 mg h.s., hydroxyzine 25 mg q.d., MiraLax q.d., Senna Plus two tablets h.s., and Zoloft 50 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA. She does have food sensitivity to certain nuts.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Very thin, older female who walks around independently without difficulty and talks to people randomly and it can always be out of context. 
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 155/92, pulse 74, temperature 96.8, respirations 20, and weight 108.2 pounds. The patient weighed 130 pounds in October.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. She ambulates independently. No lower extremity edema. She had a fall about 10 days ago. Imaging showed a nondisplaced fracture of her right patella. She was seen in the ER. 
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She has a knee brace that is soft and placed over the knee and she continues to wear it on the unit. The patient ambulates about as though there is no pain. 
NEURO: She is verbal and random. She can voice her needs some of the time. Her speech is clear. Affect is animated. She can be difficult to redirect and she can become angry very quickly with no apparent reason. 

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Medication review: At this point, I do not see the role of Lipitor. We will use the remaining amount and then discontinue order. 
2. Depression. Zoloft is at 150 mg and I think it has been helpful. 
3. Social: Her daughter Andrea did come in after I had been on the unit to just talk to me quickly about the patient and she is aware of the staging, but fortunately today her mother was congenial with her versus times where she can be challenging.
