CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of being attacked by a cat after being scared on while she was on the treadmill. She states that she jumped on her and scratched her in multiple places. Husband has cleaned wounds, soaked in warm water, applied Betadine, and dressings.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has history of osteomyelitis to left foot in 2017. She has history of removal of a “GIST” from her right duodenum and upper abdomen area six months ago. She has a history of squamous cell carcinoma right proximal forearm and scheduled for removal or injection in the near future, being followed by dermatologist. The patient is to have a CT of her stomach tomorrow for a followup on cyst removal.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: The patient has multiple superficial scratch marks to the right forearm; in the right lower extremity, deep incision in the pretibial area without full-thickness scratches, no gaping of skin, with dressings in place.
DIAGNOSIS: Cat bites to right arm and right leg.
PLAN: The patient was advised of the impression of multiple cat bites to right arm and right leg. The patient was instructed to continue topical care with Betadine. She states that they applied Cortisporin before, was advised to soak again to remove Cortisporin, given prescription for mupirocin to use instead with instructions and precautions.
Advised to follow up with PCP and dermatologist next week. Also, the patient may have a repeat CAT scan of abdomen tomorrow. Continue to apply topical mupirocin and soaks. Given antibiotics of doxycycline and Bactrim and prescription for topical mupirocin with infection precautions.
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
