Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup for Beverly who has chronic kidney disease and hematuria with negative serology and urological workup.  Last visit in May.  Some poison ivy.  Presently wears dentures.  Stable weight.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  No urinary symptoms.  No gross hematuria.  No infection.  No edema.  No claudication.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.
Review of System:  Negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  I want to highlight the Eliquis, losartan, labetalol and off metformin.  Presently no diabetes medications.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 120s-130s/70s, here by nurse 156/89.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no major abnormalities.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries review; creatinine is stable 1.1.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.

2. Blood pressure in the office not well controlled, at home apparently okay.

3. Normal potassium and acid base.

4. Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No binders.

5. Anemia 12.4.  Does not require EPO treatment.

6. Presently off diabetes medications, only on diet.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
