Thank you for this referral.

Ms. Jindani was seen initially on October 15, 2024. The patients subsequently had left partial mastectomy with needle localization and left axillary sentinel node biopsy on 11/24 on the left breast. The patient was found to have invasive duct cell carcinoma largest focus was 3 x 1 mm in size one lymph node was removed, which was negative, and hormone receptor studies are pending. Earlier ER/PR were negative on the initial biopsy. The patient is now here for further advice.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Weighs 119 pounds and blood pressure 139/83.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Infiltrating duct cell carcinoma of the left breast and tumor was D1M0. The patient is now here for further device.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We still will have to wait for estrogen and progesterone receptor study at this point it is not available. It was discussed with the patient that since it was a limited surgery, she will require radiation therapy to the breast and axilla. The patient also will require systemic chemotherapy since ER/PR were negative. However, we will await full report. Again her pathological diagnoses were PT1AN0M0.
