The patient is a 64-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD, chronic pain; recently had his OxyContin changed to Lortab to control his pain. He also suffers from hypertension and hyperlipidemia.
The Norco 10/325 mg is doing adequate job for his pain.

His constipation is better. His blood pressure is better controlled with the Norco as well. He does have diabetes. He has renal insufficiency. He no longer takes insulin. He is thin. He is weak. He has a KPS score of 40%. He requires lorazepam for his anxiety. Also, his blood pressure is slightly elevated at 144/90, but that is a good blood pressure for him. He usually has much higher blood pressure. This is controlled with the help of combination of lisinopril and Coreg.

His pain medication once again is adequate. He continues to smoke despite having severe COPD. He also has pulmonary hypertension, pedal edema, and tachycardia related to his COPD. Lorazepam keeps him from having severe air hunger and helps with the breathing as well, he tells me. He does have symptoms of liver failure which is suspected to be cryptogenic in nature.
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
