His ambulation is much diminished, his activity level is diminished, both because of shortness of breath and because of pain and because of his weight. He has shortness of breath at rest. His shortness of breath gets worse with _______ score of 40%. He belongs in the American Heart Association Class IV of congestive heart failure. He is using his pain medications very conservatively. He cannot take antiinflammatories because of his renal failure related to his heart failure. Overall prognosis is poor. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
