Dear Murray:

This is a followup for Mrs. Fanning who has chronic kidney disease, hypertension, smoldering multiple myeloma and hypercalcemia.  Follows with Dr. Hassan.  Last visit in July.  This was a phone visit as the patient is having respiratory symptoms and severe cough.  Daughter participated actively in this encounter.  There is no severe respiratory distress.  There is no vomiting.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No orthopnea or PND.  She takes melatonin for insomnia.
Review of System:  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list review.  I want to highlight the Norvasc and nitrates.  She takes inhalers.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 163/86 and weight at home 233 and appears to be stable.  There is a lot of cough of the patient.
Labs:  Chemistries from October, creatinine 1.89, which appears stable through the years.  Present GFR 26 stage IV with normal electrolytes and acid base.  Corrected calcium for low albumin will be above 11.  Phosphorus not elevated.  Low platelet count.  Stable anemia 9.5.  She is only doing blood test every three months.  The last Aranesp back in October.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV associated smoldering multiple myeloma and hypercalcemia, followed by hematology Dr. Hassan. No indication for dialysis.  No uremic symptoms or encephalopathy.  No reported chest pain to suggest pericarditis.  Normally we will advice for Aranesp 100 mg every month based on hemoglobin for that she needs to do hemoglobin in a regular basis of course this will be up to the discretion of Dr. Hassan.  Other chemistries are stable.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  No need for bicarbonate.  Monitor low albumin.  Urine shows no activity for blood or protein and a protein to creatinine ratio is normal less than 0.2.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  We will follow overtime.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
