Dear Dr. Page:
This is a followup for Mr. Hansen who has chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in May.  No hospital visit.  Stable angina and dyspnea on activity.  Weight is stable.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or urinary symptoms.  No edema or claudication ulcers.  No lightheadedness or syncope.  Does not check blood pressure at home, in the office apparently 140s.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list review.  I want to highlight the losartan.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 153/70 by nurse and weight 172.  No rales or wheezes.  No respiratory distress.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema and nonfocal.
Labs:  Recent chemistries, creatinine 2.0, which is baseline.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  GFR 30 stage III-IV.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III-IV, underlying hypertension.  No obstruction or urinary retention.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  Continue diabetes, blood pressure medicines and cholesterol treatment.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
