This is a 62-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of COPD. She also suffers from chronic pain, weight loss, muscle wasting, and protein-calorie malnutrition. She is O2 dependent, uses her nebulizer at least four to five times a day.

She was found to be tachycardic. O2 saturations 91% on 3 liters O2. Blood pressure 100/60 with a pulse of 110.

She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has a history of tardive dyskinesia and ADL dependency. She also suffers from hypertension, anxiety, and air hunger, which is controlled with current medication.

She is single. She has three children, but she does not see them very often, which also causes more stress in her life and her psyche. She has a KPS score of 40%. She has been off and on antibiotic and steroids for the past few months because of exacerbation of COPD. She is short of breath at all times. Her O2 saturation drops in the 80s without oxygen. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for this woman. She has cor pulmonale and tachycardia related to her end-stage COPD as well as weight loss that was discussed earlier.

Given left to her own accord and her disease progression, she most likely has definitely less than six months to live.
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
