This is a 73-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure.

The patient has shortness of breath, pedal edema, right-sided heart failure, ADL dependency, incontinence of bowel and bladder.

She is found to be depressed. She also has worsening symptoms of Alzheimer’s dementia compared to a few months ago that was seen before.

She is no longer able to give me her name or where she is or what time of the day this is. Her dementia is definitely worsening most likely because of her CHF, decreased cardiac output, and hypoxemia. She has a KPS score of 40%. She also suffers from neuropathy, chronic pain, and decreased mentation, which has definitely worsened, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, and O2 dependency related to her congestive heart failure. She belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV of congestive heart failure with having shortness of breath at all times. She has lower extremity edema that was mentioned. Blood pressure was 177/65 with O2 saturations of 92%. The patient’s caregiver is Shaneta who tells me that she is now mostly bed bound, she is no longer able to ambulate because of shortness of breath and she becomes very agitated especially in the evening.

Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
