Kay is a 65-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of COPD, confusion. The patient’s oxygen is borderline at about 90% on room air.

She has had minimal weight loss. Pedal edema related to pulmonary hypertension. Issues with bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL dependency. She has a KPS score of 40%. Kay used to work as a cook in the past. She is widowed and has no children. She does have lot of pain related to fibromyalgia, depression, and PTSD. The patient reports minimal weight loss. She has anxiety, which she takes gabapentin and Vistaril for along with a muscle relaxer.

Her blood pressure is controlled with amlodipine. She uses albuterol on a regular basis, at least four to six times a day.

She uses hydrocodone and Abilify to help with pain and anxiety along with PTSD, which appears to be working. She has a KPS score of 40%. Given the natural progression of the disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
