This is an 86-year-old Asian gentleman on hospice with parkinsonism with dyskinesia.

The patient is total care, incontinent of bowel and bladder. Not able to communicate his needs. His daughter Dung is the primary caregiver.

The patient is no longer able to reposition himself. He has difficulty swallowing. His MAC has dropped from 23 to 21 now in the past month. He has cachexia, contractures of the lower extremities, right arm, left leg, fingers, pressure ulcers on the right side of the lower sacral region, and history of recurrent UTI. The patient also has an open wound on his left bunion. The patient has a special mattress in place to reduce the chance of developing ulcers. The patient also requires turning every two hours. His blood pressure is stable after his amlodipine was discontinued. He is total ADL dependent. His O2 saturation was 96% today on room air with a heart rate of 89, blood pressure 140/79, and afebrile. Again, the MAC of 21 from 23 is quite impressive reduction and, given the natural progression of his parkinsonism, he most likely has less than six months to live. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. Quy and his daughter Dung are aware of his grave prognosis. As far as the weight loss and decubitus ulcer that has been deemed to be unavoidable.
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
