Dear Dr. Li:

This is a followup for Mrs. Alcoser with hypertension.  Last visit in June 2023.  Right-sided cataract surgery done and left-sided to be done in the future.  Recent COVID.  Did not require hospital admission or oxygen.  She is up-to-date with vaccines for the flu and RSV.  Denies headache, chest pain, palpitation, or dyspnea.  Denies bowel or urinary changes or edema.  Review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  I want to highlight the HCTZ and atenolol.  Presently on Actos for diabetes, off the glipizide, on cholesterol treatment.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 198 pounds and blood pressure 140/58 on the left-sided.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No ascites, tenderness, edema, or focal deficits.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries are from October, normal kidney function, sodium, potassium, and acid base.  Elevated glucose in the 160s.  Normal calcium and liver function test.  No anemia.

Assessment and Plan:  Hypertension in the office fair control.  Needs to be updated at home.  No evidence of kidney disease.  Continue diabetes and cholesterol management.  Chemistries are stable.  Follow up in a year.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
