Dear Dr. Li:

This is a followup for Loretta who has a strong family history of familial FSGS.  She has chronic microscopic hematuria, which has been stable overtime.  We have not done a renal biopsy.  She has psychiatry problems on treatment.  Comes accompanied with mother.  Last visit more than a year ago.  Extensive review of systems being negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  Has not required any blood pressure medications.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 150 pounds and blood pressure 102/73.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular looks normal.  No abdominal distention or ascites.  No edema.  No focal deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries from August, normal kidney function.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Minor low albumin.  Normal glucose.  Normal calcium.  Liver function test not elevated.  Mild anemia 12.4 with a normal white blood cell and platelets.  She is known to have 3+ of blood in the urine with no protein.

Assessment and Plan:  Familial FSGS likely she has inherited disorder.  Preserved kidney function and normal blood pressure.  No proteinuria or edema.  No urinary symptoms.  Clinically stable.  Continue management of psychiatry disorder.  Come back in a year.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
