This is a progress report on Mary Holbert.

Mary is known to me from before. This 74-year-old female has history of smoking in the past and she has COPD. She came today with history of cough with yellowish sputum, shortness of breath, and low-grade fever going on for last two weeks.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, history of COPD, history of mild hyperlipidemia, and borderline diabetes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: She is 124 pounds, blood pressure 146/81, she is 4 feet 9 inches tall, O2 and saturation is 93%.
Eyes/ENT: Some congestion with postnasal drip.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Lungs: Bilateral wheezing and rales.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Acute bronchitis possibly exacerbation of COPD.

2. History of hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: CBC, CMP, hemoglobin A1c, and lipids are drawn. The patient was given Rocephin 1 g IV in 60 mL of sodium chloride slowly. The patient tolerated it well however few minutes later while I was still talking to the patient she said she is not feeling well and gave her cold water she drank some one sip maybe and then she said well I feel hot and then she started having seizure. She had a tonic and clonic seizure following which she went it to postictal state for a while her breathing stopped we gave her external cardiac massage and put her down from the recliner on to the floor, continued to massage called EMS. EMS came within less than 5 minutes by then she had a good pulse. Her blood pressure was then 140/60 and she had started breathing.
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When EMS checked her, her blood pressure have now come up to almost 180 and breathing had come back they took her to emergency room. However later on I was called by Medical Examiner’s Office saying that she had passed and they were asking me if I would be willing to sign the certificate. We discussed about her diagnosis and the fact that she has had Rocephin several times before it is less likely that she could have had acute reaction but it is not clear what prompted the seizure.

In any case, the patient passed on 12/04/2024 in emergency room at Medical City Denton.
