CC: Dysuria and lower abdominal pain.
HPI: An 85-year-old female seen in room for the above issues. Nursing staff had seen her in room and she looked like she did not feel well and she gave the information noted above. When I went in today, I asked her how she was doing and she just looked at me strangely and said she was okay. I told her why I was there and she said she did not have any abdominal pain or problems with urination and she just seemed a little taken aback. So, I told her if everything is good and she is not having any problems urinating or with her belly hurting, then I would go on and she said okay that there was not anything wrong.
DIAGNOSES: Parkinson’s disease, hyperlipidemia, HTN, hypothyroid, anxiety and depression.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/09.
ALLERGIES: CEPHALOSPORINS, PCN, BACTRIM, CHOCOLATE and TOMATO.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated quietly in her usual chair.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 149/85, pulse 52, temperature 97.3, respirations 16 and weight 179.2 pounds.

NEURO: Made eye contact. Speech was clear. She actually raised her voice somewhat and able to make very clear that she did not have anything bothering her.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is weight-bearing and can ambulate with a walker and no noted lower extremity edema.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dysuria/abdominal pain. The patient denies that those things are bothering her, so just let her know if she had any questions or concerns that she could let one of the nurses know.
2. Hypoproteinemia and this was found by CMP 04/20/24 and had recommended at that time that she get a protein drink and drink one at least three days weekly Monday, Wednesday and Friday and she is finally doing that. I told her that is a good thing and it would show up as an improvement in her lab work when it is done next.
