CC: Readmit note status post hospitalization.
HPI: An 85-year-old gentleman with multiple chronic illnesses that include dysphagia requiring PEG tube feedings, DM II, gait instability requires wheelchair and severe senile debility with muscle wasting. On 11/22; the patient chose to go to Mercy ER due to shortness of breath and he was diagnosed with an NSTEMI, subsequent heart failure. The patient was already a hospice patient at this time and had revoked hospice to go to the ER. The patient had blood cultures done, which returned negative, chest x-rays that showed pericardial effusion and evidence of CHF. The patient was started on Lasix and was discharged from the ER later on 11/22. The patient returned to the facility and began to have some respiratory insufficiency within a few days and the patient having then been restarted on hospice at his request, then had to revoke it again and he was in the hospital from 11/25 to 11/27. The patient returned to facility with medications added by the hospital, which have since been discontinued given the patient’s decline. With family, comfort measures and end-of-life care were discussed. The patient has a son and a daughter who are POA’s. The patient shares an apartment with his wife who sits quietly. I think she has an understanding of what is going on, but asked no questions and just kind of seems content in her own little world. The patient’s family on 11/25 and their decision to send the patient back to the hospital felt that he had not made sufficient gains in his generalized shortness of breath and they cited having fluid in his lungs and being prescribed Lasix daily, but that that had not yet been effective. After return, a few days later, they restarted hospice with Traditions Hospice. They had previously been with Mercy Hospice.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Readmit from hospital note. At this point, comfort measures were recommended yet not undertaken by family. He was sent on diuretic and so he has received that, but it is likely that this will only have minimal benefit given the chronicity of multiple other things in the patient. Family expresses understanding.
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
