This is a 76-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure diastolic, hypertensive heart disease, kidney disease end-stage, chronic kidney disease 3B, atherosclerotic heart disease, paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, history of cerebral infarction with hemiplegia, difficulty with walking, lack of coordination, and hyperlipidemia. This is a 76-year-old lives at home with her husband who is a great caretaker and has done a great job taking care of her. He tells me that she is weaker. She is sleeping about 12-16 hours a day. She has a nurse or aide that comes and helps her bath. She cannot sit up for a very long time. She has decrease mentation. She belong to New York Health Association stage VI heart failure with shortness of breath at rest and with conversation. She has pedal edema and ADL dependency. Her dementia is multifactorial but congestive heart failure is definitely contributing to it. Her O2 saturation today is 94% and blood pressure is 135/71. Her heart rate is about 105 and rate controlled at this time. The patient sleeps on three pillows at night. She has orthopnea and PND. Given a natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than 6 months to live.
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
