This is a 79-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD, hypertension, heart failure, combined systolic and diastolic dysfunction, chronic renal disease 3A, and arthrosclerotic heart disease. The patient is more confused. He is not totally and completely bed bound. The patient’s hospice diagnosis includes COPD with other medical issues and condition that were mentioned. He is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. He is on oxygen. His O2 saturation around 91% on 2 liters. Totally and completely bed bound, pedal edema, right-sided heart failure, history of tobacco abuse, and positive JVD. He also has evidence of decreased mentation most likely related to hypoperfusion and chronic hypoxemia. Given the natural progression of disease, he is most likely has less than three months to live.
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
