This is a 71-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD. His blood pressure is 150/116. He states that he is only taking 2 mg prazosin, which causes his blood pressure go up right before he has to take it. He also has lorazepam for anxiety, Seroquel, and Remeron for his mental condition. He also suffers from chronic pain and he is taking Suboxone. He has difficulty with sleeping and insomnia, which he takes both Ambien and Restoril for. It has been recommended to increase his prazosin 2 mg b.i.d. and recheck his blood pressure. Suboxone is actually for pain. His weight down about 3 pounds. He has difficulty with appetite. He has decrease appetite. He has half of his right foot amputated, which cause him to have difficulty with balance. Also, he has history of diabetes and diabetic neuropathy, which also affects his balance. As far as his COPD is concerned, he has demonstrated weight loss, ADL dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinence. He also uses his albuterol inhaler and/or nebulizer at least four to six times a day. He also suffers from cor pulmonale, right-sided heart failure, pulmonary hypertension, and peripheral vascular disease. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
