Thank you again for your continued support.

Mr. Cheaney is a 73-year-old male was seen initially on November 7th for anemia, workup was done. Again, he was seen on 12/05, at that time the CBC showed hemoglobin of 12.3, hematocrit of 36.9 again similar and slightly lower than normal, and retic count was 1.1, iron studies were within normal limit, and B12 was also normal.

DIAGNOSES: Normochromic normocytic anemia cause unclear it could be early myelodysplastic syndrome. At this point, we could safely watch it since his hemoglobin is around 12.3 to 12.7. No treatment might be needed. We will reevaluate him in three months and will keep close eyes on his CBC. In future if he requires, we will definitely do bone marrow. Meanwhile since he did not have colonoscopy recently I have requested Cologuard test to rule out any GI blood loss.
