He is weak and I have found him to be much weaker. He is sitting on the couch. He has shortness of breath with speaking as well. His O2 sat which was stable previously on room air is now around 89%. He is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent.

He continues to lose weight. He has protein-calorie malnutrition and weakness in his lower extremity associated with debility, cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension, and pedal edema. He speaks in a whisper as he did before. Activity minimal.

He has anxiety, air hunger, and KPS score of 40%. He cannot live by himself. His condition continues to deteriorate. His blood pressure is now at 160/90 because of all his medical issues and problems. He is sleeping 18-20 hours a day per caretaker, tachycardia and hypoxemia is unavoidable as well as his associated shortness of breath, pulmonary edema and pulmonary hypertension.
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
