HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 60-year-old black gentleman. He is from South Charleston, South Carolina, single, no children, never been married. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He worked at Burger King for 15 years then he did AC and construction work.
He is very thin. He has lost tremendous amount of weight. He has difficulty walking. He has high risk of fall. He has chronic diarrhea, weight loss, weakness, severe debility, blood in the stool, and overall protein-calorie malnutrition.

He was diagnosed with throat cancer some 15 years ago. He had chemo, radiation and surgery done. Dr. Clark is the one that takes care of him. I put a call to Dr. Clark today. The office was closed. I am waiting for them to call me back.

Recently, he had a colonoscopy. I saw the results of colonoscopy, lots of diverticulosis was seen. He states they told him to come back to the office because he has got “colon cancer”, but I did not see any pathology report at this time.
He is taking care of by Dr. Manuel Saleem Gigi at WellMed at Gulfgate at 713-643-0012. Call has been placed to them regarding his workup of colon cancer as well as Dr. Clark. Call was placed to him, but the office was closed.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Chronic neuropathy, positive HIV, C. differential count slightly low. HIV and RNA is negative which was positive a year ago. He also has low albumin and low protein and has protein-calorie malnutrition, significant weight loss of 20 pounds as well as neurosyphilis with positive syphilis test in 2023 which has been treated.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Lymph node dissection, radicle neck, and colonoscopy.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of cancer. Mother is 91 years old still alive.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/89. O2 sat 97% room air. Pulse 116. Afebrile.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 

LUNGS: Rhonchi and shallow breath sounds.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Decreased turgor.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. Here we have a 60-year-old gentleman with positive HIV, low C. difficile count, negative viral RNA, was told that he had some kind of colon cancer as far as the type and/or degree of cancer. We will wait and see the biopsy results, but the colonoscopy shows lots of diverticulosis and no evidence of large tumor.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. On HIV treatment.

4. Neuropathy, on Remeron and Lyrica.

5. Blood in the stool.

6. Weakness.

7. Diarrhea, chronic.

8. Very thin.

9. Significant weight loss of at least 20 pounds.

10. High risk of fall.

11. Throat cancer some 15 years ago.

12. We will await the results of biopsy on Monday and we will speak to the physician that have been called regarding palliative care at home as the patient has requested this and the reason for the visit today.
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
