HISTORY: This is a 44-year-old gentleman here for routine followup.
Mr. Jason has a history of opioid use disorder. He is currently on Suboxone. He is here for followup for this condition and medication refill.
Since then, the patient reports cough and wheezing. He states he has a long history of asthma/reactive airway disease/rhonchi/pneumonia said he was in the house recently that he manages that was on fire and the symptoms got worst after. He states he has been coughing up some green sputum. He endorses body aches. He endorses chills.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.
Blood pressure 148/80.
Pulse 81.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.
LUNGS: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. There is diffuse inspiratory and expiratory wheezes. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

HEENT: Normal.

NOSE: Congested with green discharge erythematous and edematous turbinates.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute cough.
2. Reactive airway disease.
3. Acute rhinitis.

4. Medication refill.

5. Opioid use disorder.

PLAN: PMP AWARxE was reviewed. Data from the PMP AWARxE does not support drug-seeking behavior and medication diversion.
The patient was given the following medications in the ER in clinic today:
1. Rocephin 1 g IM.

2. Dexamethasone 10 mg IM.

He was observed in the clinic for an additional 15/20 minutes then reevaluated he reported no side effects from the medications. He states he has been feeling little better ready. He was sent home with the following medication, nebulizer machine with mask and tubing:

1. Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. now and one p.o. daily until gone #6.

2. Prednisone 20 mg one p.o. daily for 10 days #10.

3. Albuterol 2.5/3 mL with home nebulizer t.i.d. p.r.n. for cough or wheezing.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none. He was strongly encouraged to come back to the clinic if worse or go to nearest emergency room if we are closed.
