Mr. Jenkins is a 70-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with atherosclerotic heart disease. During the last visit, it was brought to my attention that he is having chest pain, nitroglycerin has been provided to him at this time. He appears very anemic. He has had rectal bleeding; source unknown, which is causing his anemia. The anemia is also causing some shortness of breath. I am not sure about the extent of the anemia, but it is close to developing high output congestive heart failure related to his anemia. He also has lower extremity edema 1+ at this time. He has DJD pain, shortness of breath, severe weakness, and debility. He is again no longer interested in any type of workup regarding the cause of that rectal bleeding. His O2 saturation is 91%. He appears weak. He is sleeping 16 hours a day now. His KPS score is 40%. He requires help with all ADLs and has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence. He does wear a diaper mostly because of severe weakness. Given his atherosclerotic heart disease, severe weakness, GI bleed, anemia, high output failure which is a new diagnosis, orthopnea, PND, weight loss, muscle weakness, and protein-calorie malnutrition, he most likely has less than six months to live to the progression of his disease. The patient is to be kept comfortable. He appears comfortable at this time on current medication: No other needs need to be addressed and/or discussed with the medical director at this time.
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
