Mr. Robinson is a 61-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. Elona, their caretaker, tells me that he is having more shortness of breath, more weakness, and difficultly moving around. He belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV with his congestive heart failure with shortness of breath where he has issues with any type of activity causing him shortness of breath and even at rest. He continues to have muscle wasting, loss of bowel and bladder incontinence, increased weakness, high fall risk, and 1+ pedal edema. His shoulder abscess that requires I&D and antibiotics previously has now resolved. He is staying in bed about 14-16 hours a day. He has a history of stroke with left-sided weakness, which also contributes to his weakness and difficulty moving about. ADL dependency. O2 sat 92%. Blood pressure is 160/88. New York Heart Association Class IV as far as his congestive heart failure is concerned. He also suffers from coronary artery disease, hypertension, dementia, confusion, decreased mentation, hypoperfusion, dysarthric speech, shortness of breath, left-sided weakness, and history of stroke. Given the natural progression of his congestive heart failure, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
