This patient is a 73-year-old blind gentleman in one eye who is on hospice with congestive heart failure. He belongs to the Class IV of New York Heart Association Classification for Congestive Heart Failure with shortness of breath at rest and with activity. He does have lower extremity edema. He does have orthopnea. He does have PND. His caretaker tells me that he is now sleeping on four pillows instead of two. As I said, he is blind in his left eye. He has O2 sats around 89% and pulse of 105. He has KPS score of 40%. He is confused with _______. The patient is not able to take care of himself and requires caretaker around the clock. He also has issues with decreased appetite, which causes decreased weight, which is unavoidable, cardiac cachexia, muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition, staying in bed about 14-16 hours a day. He is using his oxygen most of the time except when he “gets on his nerves” and takes it off. He is overall quite debilitated. His is of course not walking anymore because of his shortness of breath and his weakness. His orthopnea PND is unavoidable hence the reason for his propping up on four pillows at night. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
