The patient is a 93-year-old woman on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient was found to be quite confused, decreased mentation is the hallmark of her disease, has issues with decreased appetite, not eating. Previous significant rash underneath both breasts has now resolved. The patient also suffers from hypertension, coronary artery disease, DJD, and spinal stenosis causing pain in the lower extremity. The patient has lost at least 5 pounds in the past four weeks or so. She was wheelchair bound. Now, she is basically chair bound and on the couch and most of the time ends up sleeping on the couch. Her hip fracture in the past has caused tremendous amount of pain and discomfort, which is being treated for on hospice at this time. Her O2 saturation is at 91%, pulse of 100, and blood pressure is 90/60. KPS score is 40%. Her weight loss is unavoidable. She also has protein-calorie malnutrition and once again the rash that was noted previously has now resolved. The patient’s gastroesophageal reflux is no longer an issue and hypertension appears to be well controlled, which I am suggesting to the medical director to stop the lisinopril and then have the nurses check her blood pressures and make sure they are staying normal. She also has bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL dependency as it is the hallmark of Alzheimer’s dementia especially at the end and issues with aspiration remain a big problem, hence causing decreased appetite and lack of assimilation causing her weight loss and inability to gain any weight.
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
