The patient continues with weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, weakness, appears pale, and anemic. KPS score is 40%. He has off and on GU bleeding related to his neoplasm of the bladder. Pain is being controlled via pain medication. He has a KPS score of 40%, O2 sats 93%, pulse 98, and blood pressure 100/67. The patient appears pale, has ADL dependence, bowel and bladder incontinence, wears a diaper. He has pedal edema because of right-sided heart failure most likely because of significant anemia.

Dysuria is being treated with Pyridium.
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
