The patient presents with history of mild chest congestion for the past two weeks, with diarrhea few times a day, with decreased appetite, with slight cough, seen by PCP several days ago, given prescription for Keflex and steroid shot without benefit.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension on losartan, also history of allergic rhinitis on montelukast and getting allergy shot monthly, and has history of hiatal hernia treated with ______ repair.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Questionable sinusitis, bronchitis by history, with history of allergic rhinitis on shots, diarrhea probably secondary to above.
PLAN: Because of persistence of symptoms, the patient is requesting antibiotics. The patient was given dexamethasone and Rocephin shot with prescription for Biaxin and Zyrtec-D with Medrol 4 mg Dosepak. Negative testing. Follow up with allergist and primary doctor.
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
