Dear Jon:
This is a followup for Mr. Tinson who has a family history of glomerulopathy.  Last visit in June.  He denies any gross hematuria.  No urinary symptoms.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Comes accompanied with wife.
Review of System:  Extensive review of system is normal.
Physical Examination:  He has gained weight from 242-254, 72 inches tall and blood pressure by nurse was high, when I rechecked it was normal at 120/78 on the right-sided.  Normal skin.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  No joint abnormalities and no neurological deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries in December normal kidney function, electrolytes and acid base.  No activity in the urine.  He remains on losartan 100 mg as well as cholesterol treatment.
Assessment and Plan:  Family history of IgA nephropathy and thin basement membrane.  However, the patient has no abnormalities on the kidneys.  No evidence of active glomerular disease.  Blood pressure is very well controlled and tolerating cholesterol treatment.  We will see him in a year.  He is normal.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
