CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for severe low back pain and anxiety disorder.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had chronic lumbar radiculopathy and he gets flare-ups three or four times a month and low back pain level is 5 or 6 and he takes Norco 5/325 mg one tablet twice a day as needed. Also the patient has anxiety disorder and COPD. He is on alprazolam 0.5 mg one tablet twice a day as needed and these medications are given to him by his wife. The patient needs refills.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Air entry bilaterally without any significant wheezing.
HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and it improved after resting and the patient had albuterol inhaler two puffs last one hour. Also earlier morning the patient had ipratropium albuterol nebulizer.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.
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
