CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left nostril bleed and right and lower ribcage pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she noticed blood stain when she cleaned her nose on the left side. There was no active bleeding. The patient had facial done recently and put a bandage on the nose to remove the hairs and when she pulled out it caused irritation and blood tinge, but there is no active bleeding.

The patient has lower ribcage pain both sides and she is a dental assistant and it is worse on bending down.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, urinary burning, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no active bleeding in the nose.

LUNGS: Unremarkable.

HEART: Unremarkable.
Ribcage examination reveals minimal costochondral tenderness of both sides without any skin changes.

The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
