SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement. No lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
GENITALIA: Exam is deferred at this time.
LABS: Labs in office, urinalysis showed no signs of an infection.
ASSESSMENT: Urethritis.
PLAN: Advised mother on self-care and also talked to child in reference to masturbation and what lubricants not to be used that can irritate the tip of the penis and be careful in the shower as well, not to get shampoo to the tip of the penis so that can irritate. The patient is discharged, advised to follow up as needed.
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
