HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother who states that she is having a difficult time potty training this child and that she constantly wears a diaper and she gets diaper rashes that come and go; currently, she has one. Mother has not done anything for it at this time and it just started this morning.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Eczema.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake and alert, in no acute distress, running and playing in the room.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
GENITALIA: Exam is deferred at this time.
ASSESSMENT: Diaper rash.
PLAN: Advised mother on potty training tips as well as having off time of the diaper, so that the patient can have air as well as ensuring that they change the diaper regularly, to not sit in a wet diaper that causes more likely her to have a diaper rash. The patient is discharged in stable care.
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
