HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents to the clinic today complaining of right ear pain. He does utilize Q-tips to clean his ears and does take a bath, has not traveled or swam in anybody else’s pool in over a month. No fever, body aches, or chills associated.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Left ear is within normal limits. Right ear external canal with mild erythema and edema. Tympanic membrane is not bulging and tender to the touch.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY:  Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Right external otitis media.
PLAN: We will provide Ciprodex. Advised the patient on how to clean his ears, not to utilize Q-tips anymore as well as make sure water is out of his ears after the bath. The patient is discharged and advised to follow up as needed.
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
