PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender with a noted umbilical hernia.
SKIN: Noted round, raised lesions on the outside of his left leg approximately 4 cm in diameter with light scale appearance.
ASSESSMENT: Tinea.
PLAN: We will treat with fluconazole. Advised to follow up with a dermatologist if rash continues. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
