She also has COPD and shortness of breath. She does not wear oxygen. Her O2 sat is 94-95% on room air. She also has systemic lupus erythematosus with renal disease related to her SLE. She also suffers from sleep apnea and obesity as I mentioned. She is weak. She is debilitated. She does wear adult diapers. She needs help with ADL. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. Blood pressure was 154/74 with a pulse of 85 today. She does appear to be slightly edematous because of the fact that she has renal insufficiency related to her endstage systemic lupus erythematosus.
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
