Slight unsteadiness.

Dear Professional Colleagues,
Bob Becker was seen today for neurological reevaluation with his previous history of ataxia, falls, concussion, and unsteadiness.

Today, he complains of having visual symptoms like curved saw blades of varying colors without headache on the right above the right orbit, they are not persistent or necessarily impairing.

He has no previous history of migraine to suggest that these are migrainous symptoms although they could certainly be a consequence of having had his fall and concussion.

The MR imaging studies and EEGs remain pending and are being reordered.

His neurological examination today appears to be unremarkable. He has slight unsteadiness in gait, but no evidence of stiffness or tremor or festination.
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He ambulates without much other trouble using a cane/stick for increased stability, but not necessary for more prolonged ambulation.

He is otherwise doing well, sleeping well, feeling rested in the morning, sometimes he takes a nap.

He denied other neurological symptoms today.

In consideration of his history and presentation and the fact that he did suffer concussion, we will complete MR imaging of the brain to exclude contusion contributing to his ataxia.

We also obtain diagnostic electroencephalograms to exclude underlying acquired adult epilepsy that may be a consequence of a number of potential etiologies.

I will send a followup report when he returns.
