CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her mother as usual as she drives for her. The patient had a stroke affecting her right upper and lower extremities. The patient is stable and she has been seen by nephrologist on regular basis.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, snoring, or loss of consciousness.

ALLERGIES: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and she is on albuterol inhaler two puffs three times a day as needed.

The patient has a history of pedal edema and she is on bumetanide 1 mg tablet twice a day as needed, hydralazine 75 mg tablet one tablet three times a day, spironolactone 25 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 1000 IU one a day.
The patient has a history of constipation and she is on Colace 100 mg once a day as needed.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on Zetia 10 mg one tablet daily along with low-fat diet and the patient is also on fenofibrate 54 mg tablet one tablet every day.
The patient has a history of seizures and she is on gabapentin 300 mg one tablet a day and oxcarbazepine 300 mg tablets one tablet three times a day.

The patient has a history of anxiety disorder and she is on Effexor XR 75 mg tablet one tablet daily.

RECENT SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
Other past medical history is significant for left cerebral aneurysm rupture resulting in right hemiparesis.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
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PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single and she lives with her mother. She is disabled due to stroke and she is unable to drive. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes or alcohol use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination reveals right upper and lower extremity rigidity and nonfunctional.
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
