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The patient tells me that he was involved in a motor vehicle accident in 1996.  The patient was in Whiteman Air Force Base in Missouri.  The patient tells me that he was driving in an unfamiliar road.  The patient tells me that he had hit a trailer.  The patient tells me that he does not remember what happened.  He woke up in the emergency room.  He does not remember what happened.  He had headache.  The patient tells me that the policeman told him that he was extremely lucky that he did not get killed from the accident.

The patient tells me that in 1992, the patient was in Germany.  The patient was having wisdom teeth pulled.  The patient tells me that he was sedated.  After the procedure, the patient was confused from the sedation.  The patient tells me that he went back to work.  However, the patient tells me that he was confused and disoriented from the sedation medication.  The patient tells me since then he has been very afraid of dentist.  He tells me that he does not want to go to dentist and gets very nervous every time he sees a dentist because of that incident.
The patient currently has symptoms including nervousness, sweats and tiredness.  The patient tells me that he has symptoms mostly every time he has to go see dentist, the patient felt extremely nervous because of that one incident.  The patient tells me that every time he would get very nervous if he needs sedation from a dentist.  The patient tells me that he is using a CPAP machine for sleep apnea.
The patient is currently a vehicle mechanic.

It is my opinion that the patient currently does not have traumatic brain injury symptoms.  In 1996, the patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident.  He tells me that he had loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me he does not remember what happened, he woke up in the emergency room.  He had headaches at that time.  However, his symptoms have resolved since then.  He currently has symptoms including nervousness, sweats, every time he needs to go to see a dentist especially every time he needs to go dentist and requires sedation.  This is all resulting from the fact that he had an unpleasant experience with the dentistry in 1992, when he was in Germany having his teeth pulled.  I believe that his current symptoms are more related to anxiety, nervousness symptoms from seeing dentist especially with sedation.  I believe that his current symptoms are not related to traumatic brain injury.
