Thank you for this referral.

The patient was seen on 11/19/2024 for polyclonal gammopathy.

The patient states he feels fine.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Intellectual disability, history of cellulitis both legs, and history of elevated globulins.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient was in wheelchair.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph nodes negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: Covered with stockings both the legs and they were swollen.

LABS: His WBC was 5.9, hemoglobin 11, hematocrit 34, and platelet 176. There is a protein electrophoresis from 12/05 shows gamma globulin of 2.7, serum globulin 4.7 g, which is slightly elevated, and rest of protein electrophoresis is unremarkable.
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DIAGNOSIS: Polyclonal gammopathy probably from chronic inflammation.

RECOMMENDATIONS: No specific workup or treatment is required. I will see the patient in four months.
