Mr. Hollingsworth is a 60-year-old gentleman with history of congestive heart failure, currently on hospice. O2 saturation today was 92% on room air, blood pressure 126/90 and pulse 84.

He is both on Lasix and Aldactone to manage his volume overload. His blood pressure is controlled with the help of lisinopril and Coreg. He has mixed systolic and diastolic congestive heart failure. His Neurontin was increased from 300 mg t.i.d. to 600 mg q.i.d., which has helped with his pain. He has a provider that helps him with his multiple medical issues and problems because of his shortness of breath. He belongs in the New York Heart Association Class IV with shortness of breath at all times. He does have low ejection fraction. He was given option for defibrillator as was mentioned and he had declined. He has pedal edema, JVD, right-sided heart failure, sleeping on four to five pillows at night, orthopnea, PND and symptoms of worsening heart failure; meets the criteria for end-stage congestive heart failure, lives on his own, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
