HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 65-year-old gentleman, disabled, lives with a sister and a nephew. He used to be on the school board, but has been disabled for sometime. He is being evaluated for possible hospice care. He gets his care from Smith Clinic at 713-566-3521/713-566-3600. He was seen at Ben Taub and was told to get some sort of therapy for his liver. Those records are pending at this time. He was told that at one time he might have liver cancer and then another time that he has infection in his liver. I have asked for those records to be brought for us to review.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has a history of bipolar disorder, hypertension, diabetes, back pain, headache and liver disease at best.
MEDICATIONS: His medications include Zoloft 200 mg a day, losartan 25 mg a day, BuSpar 10 mg t.i.d., vitamin D, and Norvasc 5 mg a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of old age. Father died of cirrhosis.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is single. He has no children. He is a smoker. He does not drink alcohol.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 149/99. Pulse 96. O2 sat 98%.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
ABDOMEN: Soft. 
SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. This is a 65-year-old man with history of possible liver disease. The patient has been seen at Smith Clinic. We will try to get those records regarding the treatment that he has received for his liver problems, whether or not he has liver cancer or hepatitis C.

2. Nevertheless, he is interested in going back to the Smith Clinic and getting his treatment as needed.

3. Anxiety.

4. Hypertension.

5. Diabetes.

6. Continue with his metformin 500 mg once to twice a day; when he can remember, he takes it twice a day. His blood sugars in the 160 range.
7. Diabetic neuropathy.
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
