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The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In 2022, the patient was in Camp Pendleton in California.  The patient was in the Field Medical Training.  The patient was cleaning clay models of many rifles.  Those are heavy clay models of real-size rifles.  As the patient was cleaning the rifles, someone hit the rack, and then the rack and the rifles fell to the right side of her head.  There was a significant impact in the right side of the head.  The patient tells me that she had immediate loss of consciousness for about less than one minute.  When she woke up, the patient had headache, the patient was confused and disoriented.  However, the patient tells me that headache got severe, about eight hours after the event.  Her headache was so severe to the point that she was having dizziness and nausea.  The patient was having vertigo.  The patient was told to take Tylenol and that was not effective.
Since the event, the patient has significant headaches.  Her headaches were worse.  The patient has vertigo symptoms.  The patient has nausea.  The patient also has ringing in the ears.  The patient has memory loss.  Her memory loss is most significantly short-term memory loss.  The patient also has fatigue symptoms.  The patient also tells me that she has depression, anxiety and mood swings.
The patient is currently in active duty for the Navy.  The patient is a corpsman for the Navy.  The patient tells me that her headaches are significantly affecting her concentration.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus and concentrate at work.  The patient has difficulty to look at the screen, because that triggers her migraines.  The patient also tells me that her vertigo symptom is affecting her to concentrate and focus at work.  Her memory loss is also affecting her to remember task duties at work.
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
